Maths is flavour of the month
Ice Cream Maths at Sandham Middle School

Vanilla was just one of the flavours of the week available to KS3 pupils at Sandham Middle School as they took part
in extended learning activities prior to the October half term holidajhe activities were based around some of the

flavours and varieties. Crossirricula links were made with several subject areas including English and Food
Technology to provide pupils with a richer and wider learning environment than they would normally associate|with
maths. The week began with all Key Stage 3 pupils having an ice cream cornet, expertly served by their maths
teachers. Whilst the pupils ate the ice cream and its cornet (a great hook to begin an activity with), teachers eixplain
the maths activities they would be attempting in the remaining 3 ¥2 maths lessons.

Year 7

The Year 7 focus was on costing and making
(Food Technology) ice cream. In maths the
pupils had a clear purpose to learn, and then
apply, their knowledge of ratio and proportion
to help in planning for and making ice crean;
and then to cost the ingredients in order to
identify how much they would have to sell
their ice creams for. All pupils worked hard |n
choosing an ice cream recipe and working out
how much of the ingredients they would need
to make 500ml, 1ltr and 2Itrs of their chosen
flavour.
