Fire Safety

21. When a site is not subject to the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005, the Model Standards 2008 suggest conditions such as:

· No caravan or site building shall be located more than 30 metres from a fire point. 

· Suitable means of raising the alarm in the event of a fire shall be provided at each fire point. 

· Where water standpipes are provided the water supply shall be of sufficient pressure to project a jet of water not less than 5 metres from the nozzle. There shall be a reel that complies with the British or European Standard, with a hose not less than 35 metres long, having a means of connection to a water standpipe with a water supply of sufficient pressure and terminating in a small hand nozzle. Hoses shall be house in a red box and marked “HOSE REEL”. Access to the fire point shall not be obstructed or obscured. 

· Where hydrants are provided, they shall conform to the current British or European standard and shall not be obstructed or obscured. 

· Where standpipes are not provided or the water pressure or flow is not sufficient, each fire point shall be provided with water extinguishers (2 x 9 litres) which comply with the current British or European standard. 
· An alarm and fire fighting equipment shall be installed, tested and maintained in working order by persons who are qualified in the particular type of work being undertaken and be available for inspection by, or on behalf of, the licensing authority or the Fire and Rescue Service. 

· Records shall be kept of all testing and all remedial action taken. 

· All equipment susceptible to damage by frost shall be suitably protected. 

· Notices shall be displayed including instructions as to what action to take when a fire is discovered.
